Organize and implement a range of programs and activities for members that are
fun, and instructional and that incorporate team building skills.

Ensure that members: actively participate in a variety of programs and activities.
Respect, and recognize members for their efforts.

Provide guidance to members; act as role model to youth — demonstrating good
behavior and values.

Collaborate with staff to create and maintain a positive camp environment.
Communicate e effectively with youth, parents, and fellow staff members.
Maintain a healthy, safe and organized environment, including daily cleaning
responsibilities.

Follow incident protocols.

Exercise sound decision making, problem-solving skills, and restorative justice
practices in resolving club members’ needs or issues.

As part of our staff team, identify day-to-day needs and areas of improvement.
Participate and demonstrate leadership in Special Events as needed.

Assume other duties as assigned.
